presented at the Annual General Meeting. (May 26, 2026)  

The following criteria must be met to be eligible for one of the scholarships.  

 Essay format requirements: Suggested Guidelines to include:  - Double-spaced - Proper grammar and 

punctuation  - Size of font: 12 - Your goals (career and/or personal)  - Font to be used: Arial - Future education 

plans  - Essay must be 1,100 – 1,300 words - Life experiences (ie. academic, volunteer,  - Include word count at 

bottom of last page employment, hobbies, ect.)  

 Please Note: Successful Applicants may apply every other year.
